Minutes of Board Meeting

July 7, 2010

Board members present were Larry Ayres, Walli Johnson, and Janet Eaton. Also present was Sharon Spencer (KDA).

Meeting was called to order at 6:15 pm at the Franklin County Extension office. 

 Treasurer’s report - $4,186.40 in checking account with one outstanding check. GOAP grant – Submitted receipts that should net us $13,878.81. In each category there are the following amounts remaining – EBT/debit - $16, 842; Food safety - $1606.50; Operating expenses - $758.11; and, contract personnel - $5,261.66. Walli reported that she had submitted information to USDA that should net us about $8,000. There may be a problem with some of the receipts. 

Mini-grants – Janet had offered mini-grants to Extension personnel to hold food safety demonstrations at farmers’ markets. Each grant would be $100 and could go for any expense that furthered food safety concepts. These could be used toward the food safety portion of the GOAP food safety category. All requests for reimbursements must be to us by September 1. Already 13 Extension offices had applied and been approved. Motion- To extend program to more markets. Approved. Janet will administer.

One market from our last group of EBT/debit machines was late requesting reimbursement for their tokens. Motion – Move to pay the token bill fro the Southwest Farmers’ Market. Approved.

Janet reported that there have been several problems with the prepaid machines. Folks were still getting invoices even though efunds had been notified that the market was one of ours. She is fixing them one at a time.

Due to incoming money and remaining money in the GOAP grant we will extend EBT/Debit machine purchase program. Include tokens. Stephanie will put on website. Janet will sent out announcement. Motion – Extend EBT/Debit program. Approved.

We still have money in the personnel category. Contract personnel have not been paid since end of May. Motion – Begin paying contract personnel again at same rate. Approved. 
Discussion on the newsletter. It was decided to suspend the newsletter for the summer since no one had the time to read it with the markets open. 

Discussion of state annual report. Janet thought she had done it but Walli says we still show it not done. Janet will try again. 

Discussion on farmers market week funds. Since we are so late on this the funds will go for any event. Janet will get Sharon a proposal. Sharon thinks she can get it through in time. Janet will hold announcement until it is approved. We will ask for $6000. (Since the meeting Janet discovered that we had filled out a KDA form last year. She has been trying to get in touch with Sharon to get this year’s form.)
